· Sean Johnson (USA). He had 1 save and together with Rodolfo Cota (MEX) of León MEX they were the only goalkeepers who kept the fence undefeated in both matches of the knockout stages The captain has 5 matches in the SCCL with 3 undefeated fences and 11 saves between (2020 and 2022).
· Valentín Castellanos (ARG).  "Taty" scored two goals in the victory of the first leg vs. Santos de Guápiles and was the player with the most shots (10) in the 2022 knockout stages.  Castellanos executed 4 shots in the first leg and 6 in the second leg (50% of his attempts went to goal / 20% goal effectiveness).  He has played 6 matches in the SCCL, alongside Maximiliano Moralez (ARG), Alexander Callens (PER) and Maxime Chanot (LUX).
· Talles Magno (BRA). He scored two goals in the second leg vs. Santos de Guápiles (4-0 win).  He fired 8 shots (25% effectiveness). He had 1 shot to the post (NYCFC was the team with the most shots to the posts in the knockout stages: 4).

· Kevin Moscoso (GUA). He was the goalkeeper with the most saves in the knockout stages in 2022 (13).  did not concede goals in the first leg vs Colorado Rapids and made 12 saves in regulation time and saved 3 shots in the definition from the penalty spot. He obtained the record for the most saves (34) in SCL 2021 where he received the Golden Glove award.
· Juan Luis Anangonó (ECU). He was the player with the most shots (4) in the series vs.  Colorado Rapids. The Ecuadorian striker, winner of the Golden Ball and Golden Boot at the SCL 2021, has scored 6 goals, 4 assists and 23 shots in 12 appearances in Concacaf club competitions.
· Manuel Gamboa (PAN) the 23-year-old defender played in all 192 minutes vs. Colorado Rapids and was the leader in correct passes (75) with 90% accuracy.
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
