 Haití vs Grenada  

A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Haiti will contest the opening matchday of the group stage against a Caribbean team for the 

second time in the tournament’s history. The previous occasion ended in a 1-0 loss to Curaçao in 

the first phase, Group A, on 21-Apr-2017 at Estadio Maracaná in Panama City (PAN), with a 

goal by Nathan Bernadina. In opening matchday games, Haiti has recorded just one win in its 

last eight matches (1W-1D-6L) against any opponent. That victory was a 2-0 win over Honduras 

in Group G on 1-May-2019 at Field #1 of the IMG Academy in Bradenton (USA), with goals by 

Etienne Corlens from the penalty spot and Fredler Christophe. 

Grenada will contest an opening matchday of the group stage against a Caribbean team for the 

second time. In the previous one, it fell 8-0 to Panama on 10-Feb-2025 at Estadio Rommel 

Fernández in Panama City (PAN), with goals by Gerson Gordón, Estevis López, Mike Prado, 

Joseph Pacheco, Abraham Altamirano from the penalty spot, Adrián Olivardia from the 

penalty spot, and Mikel Prado x2. 

 

 Guatemala vs Antigua & Barbuda  

Guatemala and Antigua & Barbuda will meet for the second time in the history of the Concacaf 

Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

In the first meeting, Guatemala earned a 2-1 victory on 11-Feb-2025 in Group E at Estadio 

Doroteo Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA), marking the debut of Antigua & Barbuda in 

the qualifiers. Guatemala’s goals were scored by Andrés García and Marvin Ávila Jr., while 

Sakidi Meade scored for the Caribbean side. For Guatemala, this will be the fifth time it faces a 

Caribbean team in opening group-stage matches, holding a record of three wins and one draw (1-

1), with the draw coming against Barbados (2-May-2019, Group F), as Mathius Gaitán scored 

for Guatemala and Thierry Gale netted for Barbados. 

 



 

 Antigua & Barbuda vs Haití  

Antigua & Barbuda and Haiti will meet for the second time in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 

Qualifiers. In the 2025 edition, they were Group E opponents on 13-Feb-2025 at Estadio Doroteo 

Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA), with Haiti earning a 3-0 victory, as Franco 

Celestine scored from the penalty spot and Emerson Laïsse added two goals (both from the 

penalty spot). 

Haiti will contest Matchday 2 of the group stage against a Caribbean team for the third time, 

recording two victories with six goals scored and none conceded (GF-6, GA-0). 

Results: 

3-0 vs. Suriname (14-Feb-2023), goals by Sebastien Joseph, Schneilorens Lebrun, and 

Samuel Lamare. 

3-0 vs. Antigua & Barbuda (13-Feb-2025), goals by Franco Celestine from the penalty spot and 

Emerson Laïsse x2 (both from the penalty spot). 

 

 

 Grenada vs Guatemala  

A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Grenada will face a Central American team for the second time in its participation history, 

having lost 8-0 to Panama in the previous meeting (10-Feb-2025, Group G). 

In the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers, Guatemala has always faced 

Caribbean teams on Matchday 2 of the group stage. The match against Grenada will be its eighth 

such game, with a record of two wins, one draw, and four losses. The most recent time 

Guatemala faced a Caribbean team was a 5-0 victory over St. Vincent & the Grenadines on 13-

Feb-2025 at Estadio Doroteo Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA), with goals by Andrés 

García, Marvin Ávila Jr. x2, Javier Celis, and Claudio de Oliveira. 

 

 Antigua & Barbuda vs Grenada  



A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Antigua & Barbuda will face a Caribbean team on Matchday 3 of the group stage for the second 

time. In the previous occasion, it earned its first-ever victory with a 3-1 win over St. Vincent & 

the Grenadines on 16-Feb-2025 in Group E at Estadio Doroteo Guamuch Flores in Guatemala 

City (GUA), with goals by Brandon Satchell and Greg Williams x2. 

Grenada will contest Matchday 3 of the group stage against a Caribbean team for the second time 

in its history, following a 2-1 loss to Aruba on 15-Feb-2025 at Estadio Rommel Fernández in 

Panama City (PAN). Travis Wever and Max Obispo scored for Aruba, while Josh Thomas 

converted a penalty for Grenada. 

 

 Haití vs Guatemala  

Haiti and Guatemala will meet for the third time in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers, 

with one victory for each side. 

The first meeting ended in a 3-1 victory for Guatemala in the first phase, Group C, on 9-Apr-

2013 at Estadio Rommel Fernández in Panama City (PAN). Paolo Ortiz x2 and Mario 

Hernández scored for Guatemala, while Jen Derival found the net for Haiti. 

In the most recent matchup, Haiti claimed a 2-0 win in Group E on 16-Feb-2025 at Estadio 

Doroteo Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA), with goals by Djouby Jean-Philippe and 

Miguel Joseph. 

 

Haiti will contest its 19th match against Central American teams in the tournament’s history 

across all phases (W-5 D-4 L-9 GF-21 GA-33). For Guatemala, this will be the fifth time it faces 

a Caribbean team on Matchday 3 of the group stage; it earned one victory, a 3-0 win over 

Trinidad & Tobago on 26-Apr-2009 in Group B, with goals by Gabriel Navas, Kendel 

Herrarte, and Gerson “Mono” Lima) and suffered three defeats.
