 Jamaica vs Aruba  

Jamaica and Aruba will meet for the second time in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. In 

the first meeting, the Reggae Boyz earned a 10-1 victory in Group B on 13-Aug-1992 in Havana 

(CUB), with goals by Edsel Scott from the penalty spot (goalkeeper), Denien Stewart, Andy 

Williams x2, Steve Green x4, Carlington Clarke, and Tyrone James. Aruba had taken the 

lead with a goal by Ravian Close. 

Jamaica will face a Caribbean team on the opening matchday of the group stage for the fifth time 

in the tournament’s history (3W-1D). The draw was a 2-2 result against Trinidad & Tobago on 

15-Feb-2011 in Group C at Catherine Hall Stadium in Montego Bay (JAM), with goals by Jason 

Wright and Andre Lewis for Jamaica, and Shackeil Henry x2 for the Soca Warriors. 

 

 Canada vs Cayman Islands  

Canada and the Cayman Islands will meet again in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers, 34 

years after the Reds’ 6-0 victory in Group A on 12-Aug-1992 in Havana (CUB). The goals were 

scored by Seth Sarai, Agostino Vaglica x3, Nevio Pizzolitto, and Alvin Clyne. 

Canada will play an opening matchday of the group stage against a Caribbean team for the ninth 

time, having won all eight previous matches, with 27 goals scored and six conceded (3.4 goals 

per match). 

The Cayman Islands will face a North American team on the opening matchday of the group 

stage for the second time, following the 0-6 loss to Canada (Group A, 12-Aug-1992). It will also 

be its third overall match played on an opening matchday, having suffered two defeats: 6-0 

against Canada in 1992 and 8-0 against El Salvador in 2025, with goals by Luis Tobar x2, 

Rafael Inojosa x2, Jefferson Perla, Kerin Torres, Eduardo Galdámez, and Brandon 

Ramírez. 

 

 



 Cayman Islands vs Jamaica  

The Cayman Islands and Jamaica will meet for the second consecutive time in the Concacaf Men’s 

Under-17 Qualifiers, following Jamaica’s 10-1 victory in their first Group H matchup on 12-Feb-

2025 at Estadio Doroteo Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA). The goals were scored by 

Jaquan Brown x2, Cadriano Marsh, Zienodean McLean, Seymour Garfield-Reid x2, Owen 

Jumpp, Jahmarie Nolan x2, Orel Miller, and Jagger Alban. This match marked the first time 

the Cayman Islands faced a Caribbean team on Matchday 2 of the group stage. 

Jamaica will face a Caribbean team on Matchday 2 of the group stage for the sixth time in the 

tournament’s history (1W-2L-2D). The only victory was the aforementioned 10-1 win over the 

Cayman Islands on 12-Feb-2025. 

 

 Aruba vs Canada  

A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Aruba will face a North American team for the second time in its history, following a 12-0 defeat 

to Mexico in Group B on 17-Aug-1992 in Havana (CUB), with goals by Martín Díaz x4, Édgar 

García de Dios x3, Samuel Terrés x2, Carlos Cortés, Jorge Betancourt, and Emmanuel 

Martínez. 

For Canada, this will be the 11th time it faces a Caribbean team on Matchday 2 of the group 

stage in the tournament’s history, remaining unbeaten (2D-). Canada is on a seven-match 

winning streak against these teams on this matchday, with 28 goals scored and one conceded. 

The only times Canada failed to defeat a Caribbean team on Matchday 2 of the group stage were 

draws: a 0-0 draw against Trinidad & Tobago (25-Nov-1988, Matchday 2, final round-robin) and 

a 0-0 draw against Curaçao (25-Mar-1991, Group 3, first phase). 

 

 Aruba vs Cayman Islands  

A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Aruba will face a Caribbean team on the final matchday of the group stage for the second time in 

the tournament’s history, following a 2-1 victory over Grenada on 15-Feb-2025 at Estadio 

Rommel Fernández in Panama City (PAN). Aruba’s goals were scored by Travis Wever and 

Max Obispo, while Josh Thomas converted a penalty for Grenada. 



The Cayman Islands have always faced a Caribbean team on the final matchday of the group 

stage. This will be the third time, having previously suffered a 6-0 loss to Cuba on 16-Aug-1992 

in the first phase, with goals by Boris Bastida x2, Mikael Jiménez, Cándido Álvarez, and 

Zerguy Rivero x2, and a 5-0 defeat to Saint Lucia on 15-Feb-2025, with goals by Aden 

McLean (own goal), Thierry Morille from the penalty spot, Shevron Byron, and Traylan 

Henry x2. 

 

 Canada vs Jamaica  

Canada leads the series against Jamaica in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers with four 

wins and one draw. The last time they met was in 2013.

0-0, Group B, 16-Nov-1988, in San Fernando (TRI). 

2-0, 5-Nov-1994, Group 1, first phase of the tournament, at Estadio Jorge “Mágico” González in 

San Salvador (SLV). 

3-0, 22-Apr-2001, Group A, at Hermann Stadium in St. Louis (USA). 

3-0, 28-Apr-2007, Group B, at the National Stadium in Kingston (JAM), goals by Daniel 

Tannous, Jarek Whiteman, and William Hyde. 

4-2, 13-Apr-2013, quarterfinals, at Estadio Agustín “Muquita” Sánchez in La Chorrera (PAN), 

goals by Andrew Gordon x2, Hanson Boakai, and Jordan Hamilton for Canada, while Khalil 

Stewart x2 scored for Jamaica.
