 Anguilla vs Dominica  

Anguilla and Dominica will meet for the first time in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Anguilla will begin the tournament as one of the nine teams that have lost all four matches they 

have played, scoring three goals and conceding 18. This will be the second time Anguilla opens 

the competition in the group stage; in the previous occasion, it fell 3-0 to the Turks & Caicos 

Islands on 7-Feb-2025 at the National Sports Centre of Bermuda (BER), with goals scored by 

Wepsdel Saintilus and Schuyler Selver x2. 

 

For Dominica, this will be the second time it opens the qualifiers on Matchday 1 of the group 

stage, following a 7-0 defeat to Belize on 7-Feb-2025 at the FEMEXFUT Central Venue, with 

goals by Alessandro Valle x2, Jahson Stanford x2, Marlon Meza x2, and Breyden Olivas. 

 

 Nicaragua vs Guadeloupe  

Nicaragua and Guadeloupe will meet for the first time in the history of the Concacaf Men’s 

Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Nicaragua will face a Caribbean team on Matchday 1 of the group stage for the second time in its 

participation history. In the previous instance, it recorded a 6-0 victory over Barbados on 7-Feb-

2025 at the FEMEXFUT Central Venue, with goals by Juban Uriarte x4, Yader Avilés, and 

Edwin Zepeda. 

Guadeloupe will face a Central American team for the second time in the history of the 

qualifiers. The first was a 2-1 defeat to Costa Rica on 12-Feb-2023 in Group G at Estadio 

Doroteo Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA). The goals for Costa Rica were scored by 

Sean Albritton and Andry Naranjo, while Yanis Bienville scored for Guadeloupe. 



 

 Dominica vs Panamá   

Dominica and Panama will meet for the first time in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

For Dominica, Panama will be its third Central American opponent, having suffered two defeats 

while scoring only one goal and conceding 15. 

Results: 

Belize 7 Dominica 0 (7-Feb-2025, Group C), goals by Alessandro Valle x2, Jahson Stanford 

x2, Marlon Meza x2, and Breyden Olivas. 

Nicaragua 4 Dominica 1 (13-Feb-2025, Group C), goals by Juban Uriarte, Leandro Padilla, 

Ian Parrales, and Diego Gutiérrez for Nicaragua, while Darius Gasper scored for Dominica. 

This will be the ninth time Panama faces a Caribbean team on Matchday 2 of the group stage, 

holding a record of (1L-2D-5W). Panama is on a seven-match unbeaten run against these teams 

(2D-5W), winning its last three matches: a 3-1 victory over Suriname (4-May-2019, goals by 

Edilson Carrasquilla, Reymundo Williams, and Eric Rowe for Panama, and Faisijo Burnet 

for Suriname), a 4-0 win against Curaçao (13-Feb-2023, goals by Kevin Walder x2, Juan 

Carlos Hall, and Érick Díaz), and a 3-0 victory over Aruba (12-Feb-2025, goals by Gerson 

Gordón, Héctor Brias, and Estevis López from the penalty spot). 

 

 Nicaragua vs Anguilla  

Nicaragua and Anguilla will write their first chapter in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Nicaragua will face a Caribbean team on Matchday 2 of the group stage for the first time in the 

tournament’s history. This will also be the second time Nicaragua plays a Matchday 2 fixture; in 

its previous appearance, it suffered a 3-2 defeat against El Salvador in Group 1 during the first 

phase of the 1994 tournament (5-Nov-1994) at Estadio Jorge “Mágico” González in San 

Salvador (SLV). 

For Anguilla, this will be the first time it faces a Central American team in the tournament’s 

history, with Nicaragua becoming the sixth opponent it has faced in the qualifiers. 

 



 Guadeloupe vs Dominica  

Guadeloupe and Dominica will meet for the first time in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 

Qualifiers. 

Against Caribbean opponents, Dominica holds a record of one win and one loss. The most recent 

time it faced a Caribbean team was a 4-0 defeat to Cuba on 16-Feb-2023 in Group G at Estadio 

Doroteo Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA), with goals by Yansiel Reinoso, Lizardo 

Hernández, Didier Reinoso, and Hanoy Sosa. That followed its first-ever match against a 

Caribbean team, a 2-1 victory over Jamaica in Group G on 14-Feb-2023 at Estadio Doroteo 

Guamuch Flores in Guatemala City (GUA), with goals by Ronaldo Barrett for Guadeloupe and 

Willan Jacques and Ylan Moloza for Jamaica. 

Dominica will contest its second Matchday 3 group-stage match. In the previous one, it fell 1-0 

to Barbados on 11-Feb-2025 at the FEMEXFUT Central Venue, with an own goal by Kimani 

Rodney. 

 

 Dominica vs Nicaragua  

Second historical meeting between these two national teams in the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 

Qualifiers, and it will be the first time they face each other in consecutive editions (2025 and 

2026). 

In the previous matchup, Nicaragua earned a 4-1 victory on 13-Feb-2025 in Group C at the 

FEMEXFUT Central Venue. Nicaragua’s goals were scored by Juban Uriarte from the penalty 

spot, Leandro Padilla, Ian Parrales, and Diego Gutiérrez, while Darius Gasper scored for 

Dominica. 

 

 Guadeloupe vs Panamá   

A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Guadeloupe will contest a Matchday 4 group-stage match against a Central American team for 

the first time in the tournament’s history. It will also be the first time in all its participations that 

Guadeloupe shares the same group with two Central American teams (Nicaragua and Panama). 

For Panama, this will be the first time it faces a Caribbean team on Matchday 4 of the group 

stage. Previously, Panama fell 2-0 to Costa Rica on 9-Mar-2015 in Group B at Estadio Olímpico 



Metropolitano in San Pedro Sula (HON), with goals by César Blackman (own goal) and Jostin 

Daly. 

 

 Anguila vs Guadeloupe  

A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Anguilla will face a Caribbean team on Matchday 5 of the group stage for the second time, 

following a 4-2 defeat to Curaçao on 16-Feb-2025 in Group A at the National Sports Centre of 

Bermuda (BER). Curaçao’s goals were scored by Nathan Isenia, Dayvi Busby, Jeremy Ortela, 

and D’Shawn Anastasia, while Anguilla’s goals were netted by Tarique Jackson and 

Nathaniel Owen. 

Guadeloupe will contest Matchday 5 of the tournament for the first time in all its participations. 

The 2026 edition will become the tournament in which Guadeloupe has played the most matches 

(five), surpassing the three games played in 2023 (2L-1W) and the one match played in 2019 

(1L). 

 

 Panamá vs Nicaragua  

A first-ever meeting in the history of the Concacaf Men’s Under-17 Qualifiers. 

Panama will face a Central American team for the 12th time in the tournament’s history, holding 

a record of six wins, one draw, and four losses. Panama is on a four-match unbeaten run against 

Central American opponents across all phases (1D-3W), winning each of its last three matches. 

Results: 

2-0 vs. Guatemala (9-May-2019, Round of 16), goals by Érick Pinto and Aarón Lowis. 

1-0 vs. Guatemala (11-Feb-2023, Group E), goal by Kevin Walder. 

2-1 vs. Honduras (22-Feb-2023, Quarterfinals), goals by Brayan Vaquedano (own goal) and 

Joshua Pierre for Panama, while Russel Cruz scored for Honduras. 

For Nicaragua, this will be its fourth match against Central American teams in the tournament’s 

history, with a record of one win and two losses. The victory came in its most recent match, a 1-0 

win over Belize (9-Feb-2025, Group C), with a goal by Juban Uriarte from the penalty spot.
